Fantastic School for the Right Boys

I attended Eton as a schoolboy between 1994 and 1996. They were
extraordinary years in my life and I want to offer a personal portrait of Eton
College.

I went to Eton on a scholarship that included my boarding and tuition
fees. That Sixth Form Scholarship was designed for state schools students
who achieved well academically and had something to offer. So after exams
and interviews I was given a fantastic opportunity.

My housemaster was a good-humoured man with a huge beard. I liked
him a lot and he helped me to settle into my new way of life. I also went to
get my uniform — two tail suits — from one of the old style tailors on the
High Street.

I didn’t settle immediately and it was not until the following Easter. But
Eton is a special place and if you are good at something, you are welcomed
and encouraged. From the very beginning my poor sports talents were
recognized and my name no longer appeared on the team-lists. Instead, I
directed some plays and edited the Eton College Chronicle.

As you perhaps expect Eton facilities are extraordinary. Apart from its
own theatre, drama studios, concert hall, golf course, indoor swimming
pool, outdoor swimming pool and boathouse, there are also acres of playing
fields, sport facilities for rock climbing and squash and a huge rowing lake,
fantastic music facilities, workshops and gardens.

The teaching is of a high standard and the teachers are usually competent
if not experts. But the biggest change I experienced was in the class size and
the class behaviour. Classes were small and the atmosphere for learning was
good. I was really happy to" be taught my favourite subjects — English,
History and Politics — that way. The libraries were outstanding and havens
for study. I also loved the opportunity to have such subjects as cookery,
creative writing and silver work.

Now Eton is a large school with 1,270 pupils. All the boys board in
houses of about fifty. This gives Eton a feeling of a town. Traffic moves
freely among the boys but sometimes it makes the individual boy feel small,
lost and lonely. I am pleased I joined at 16 because I am not sure that I
would have coped if I had been younger. Although it is a huge advantage
that Eton provides each boy with their own room, there is still a tyranny
from older boys. It’s not the old-fashioned fagging style but older boys do
not always treat the younger ones with the understanding.
