Topic: "Australia"

Australia is the only country situated on a whole continent, though
the smallest one. It is situated north and south from the Tropic of
Capricorn (tponuk Koszepora). Its area is 7,682,300 km2 (2,966,136
square miles). It is the sixth largest country of the world after Russia,
Canada, China, the US and Brazil.

The coastline consisting of quiet bays, wonderful beaches, rocks and
dramatic cliffs is 36,735km (22,812 miles) long. Australia i1s washed by
the dark blue waters of the Pacific Ocean to the east, the Arafura Sea to
the north, the Indian Ocean to the west, and the Southern Ocean to the
south.

Australia occupies one of the oldest landmasses and it is the flattest
of all continents. The highest peak, Mt Kosciuszko is 2,228 m (7,310
feet) in the Australian Alps between NSW and Victoria. The coastline
hides a dry and inhospitable centre, the Outback — with its colours of
red, rich brown, pale yellow and orange changed by the bluish-green of
low grass and the linenwhite trunks (ctBosmbl) of ghost gum trees
(eucalyptus). This endless land 1s broken by saltlakes, beautiful
mountains like the MacDonnell Ranges near Alice Springs, Flinders
Ranges in South Australia and the mysterious rocks.

The longest river, starting in Queensland, is the Darling which is
2,736 km.
