Application Guidelines 

 

1. Aim: 
!!To promote cross-cultural interaction between students at Hokuriku University. 
"!Allow students to experience Japanese culture whilst learning the Japanese 

language.  
 
2. Participating Countries: 

   USA, Thailand, Indonesia, Taiwan, Russia, Korea, China 
 
3. Number of students from your university:  1 

 
4.  Applicant requirements: 
!!Be a full-time student majoring in Japanese language at a university from one of the 

above countries. The university must have a sister or friendship school relationship 
with Hokuriku University.  

"!Be over 18 years of age on the 1st April, 2016 

#!Must have a Grade Point Average (GPA) of 2.3 (on a 3.0 scale) or higher for the 
preceding academic year.  

$!Have a minimum Japanese proficiency equivalent to N3 on the Japanese Language 

Proficiency Test. Applications from students who have lived in Japan for a long 
period will not be considered.  

%!Be able to obtain credit at their university for study undertaken during this course. 

&!Have excellent academic results, and be of sound character. 
'!Priority will be given to students who have applied to study at Hokuriku University in 

from April 2017 as a fee-paying student. 

(!Students who have a strong interest in international exchange. 
)!Be able to arrive in Japan on the beginning date of the course. (Late arrivals will not 

be accepted). Students will be expected to participate for the full duration of the 

course. 
*!Return to study at their home university immediately after completion of the course. 
+!Obtain overseas travel insurance before leaving their home country.

!!Application form (Form 1), Resume (Form 2) Form of Agreement (Form 3), Form of 
Recommendation (Form 4). 

"!Academic transcript for preceding academic year.

language ability. The lower/intermediate class will focus on conversation skills while 
the advanced class will be taught by Faculty lecturers from the School of Future 
Learning.

The city of Kanazawa is both historically and culturally rich and students will be able 
to learn about this wonderful area through various cultural activities and numerous
